RFID EXPLAINED
RFID is a method of tracking using radio waves that trigger
a response from a device attached to an item.

These devices are electronically interrogated, identified
and then pass their information in digital form to a
computer. Tags can be read from a distance without
physical contact or line of sight. The distance a tag can
communicate varies with the type of tag, the frequency
used, case orientation, the electromagnetic environment
and the nature of the item the tag is attached to. Read
ranges can vary between a few centimetres to 10 meters.
 Unlike bar codes, the orientation of the device or removal
of dirt, or other obscuring media, is not usually critical.

Electromagnetic waves are sent to the tag by a
reader/interrogator and reflect back an identity code and
other data. The reading is usually done without human
intervention. An encoder can perform read/write operations
that can update and record new information on to a tag.

The fact that an RFID tag can be ‘buried’ in a product
and work under adverse conditions, including high-speed
packaging lines, mean that RFID devices are much more
versatile than bar codes. With bar codes, you can send
the products down the line serially, one after the other.
RFID tagged products can be interrogated and identified
where multiple cases are stacked on pallets giving
significantly greater throughput.
